May was a very busy month for SKYWARN Operations. There were 51 operations with
645 hours reported. The reports included tornados, hail and severe thunderstorm
damage. Thank you to all the volunteers that supported these SKYWARN activations!

Related to the SKYWARN Activations, during the Memorial Day outbreaks, | was
contacted by the Ohio Section SEC inquiring if Indiana has a Statewide SKYWARN
Net. He was looking for the ability to track severe cells crossing the Stateline from west
to east. Obviously, currently we do not. However, we do have a Statewide DMR Net,
Talk group 31183, IN Weather OPS. We urge those of you that have access to the talk
group to monitor it during periods of severe weather. It may be useful to help identify
cells as they move from one region to another. In addition, | would like to suggest that
counties along the Stateline, make contact with adjacent Ohio county SKYWARN Nets
to improve this information sharing.

| also am pleased to see the number of Public Service Events being supported by the
ARES teams throughout the state. These are great events to train and practice our
EMCOMM craft and to get our hobby in front of the public.
