Thank you to all of the ARES volunteers and ARES teams that participated in the Indiana Section
Simulated Emergency Test (SET) on November 12. | received messages from 14 county ECs and 3 district
ECs. Most messages were sent using Winlink, but | did pick up one via voice on the Indiana Traffic Net
yesterday morning. | also saw or heard of messages being passed to KBOWWM, our Indiana Section
Emergency Coordinator.

One point about Winlink messages that folks need to keep in mind. Most of the messages | received

used the internal ICS-213 form that's built into Winlink Express. Those messages were 1000-2000 bytes
and transferred fairly quickly. A couple of the messages | received were PDF files of an 1CS-213 that had
been attached to a Winlink message. Those messages were around 40-50 kilobytes. Large messages are



difficult to pass by radio, especially on HF. So, keep the size of your message in mind when generating
traffic.
